Guns will be
awarded to the high overall winner for each division, and the prize table will be by random draw, which
will include additional guns. The set-up crew and range officers along will shoot on Friday, meaning
dedicated range officers will be on each stage.

OFGC will again host the 2007 Arkansas Section 3-Gun Championship on October 20 & 21. The format
will be billed at a “multi-gun” format, and we are tentatively planning three stages each of rifle, shotgun,
pistol, and three stages involving two combined firearms. Guns will be awarded to the high overall
winner for each division, and the prize table will be by random draw, with even more guns. Additional
match details will be available later.

Chris Thomas will be our prize coordinator again for 2007. Chris has done an excellent job in the past of
acquiring top-notch prizes, so look for better prize tables at both matches!
